The Georgia Power franchise tax for 2016 was received in
March—was slightly under budget and 2015,

Overall business licenses seem to be tracking just below
2016,
Facility rentals are also up over last year.

Police Fines were up for the month, but are right in line
with last year through the first four months.
Rent income includes the billing for rent at the RDC,

Total operating revenues are in line—with the exception of
the decrease in prior year taxes,

Many of the Transfers In from other funds are increased
due to the additional transfer allocation for retirement costs,
All extra transfers in are balanced with the retirement costs
expense.

Interest on Investments has already exceeded annual budget
expectations.

March was a (3) bi-weekly payroll month so many
departments will still be slightly over budget in personal
services through the first quarter.
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Municipal Court is up in other professional charges with an
increase in additional judge payments and interpreter
payments.

Systems Analyst has now moved to IT

Streets and drainage is under budget due to personnel
move. Other savings are in service contracts and fuel costs.
Engineering is up due to claims/damages deductible due to
accident.

Traffic Electrical is under due to movement of personnel
and re-structuring,

Total Public Works department is under budget.

Public Safety expenses are over last year but slightly under
Y'TD budget.

The Retirement payments reflect all other funds payments
for retirement costs outside the General Fund. Transfers in
revenues balance these expenses.

Total operating expenses minus the retirement costs are
just slightly over last year expenses.

WATER & SEWER FUND:
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Most all usage revenues were just slightly up for the month
and are still slightly over 2016 revenue numbers. Although
connection fees had a good month, they are down from this
time last year.
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Total operating revenues for 2017 are now over 2016
numbers by 2%

Most all departments are within budgeted expenses.
Several departtments saw savings in fuel costs. The new
Electrical Service department is also shown separately.

Total operating expenses are slighﬂy under last year.

The bond coverage was up for the month and is above last
year at a strong 1.75
